Koma til Nigeria
Vit komu til Abuja, høvuðsstaðin í Nigeria, tann 5. oktobur. Tað gekk 
væl at koma inn í landið, og vit vóru glað, tá vit fingu fatur á øllum 
viðførinum, tí vit høvdu næstan væntað, at okkurt fór at ganga galið. 

Vit vóru sera væl móttikin í Nigeria av eini trúboðarafamilju,sum 
eisini arbeiðir við Mission Africa. Vit steðgaðu hjá teimum í nakrar 
dagar og lærdu frá teimum mangt og hvat um at búgva í Nigeria, um 
samkomuna, mentanina og skúlan, har Hallur fer at undirvísa.

Koma til Ankpa
Ætlanin var, at vit fyrst skuldu fara til sunnara partin av landinum í nakrar 
vikur til WWCT bíbliuskúlan fyri at læra av einum trúboðarahjúnum. 
Men av tí at støðan har suðuri í landinum versnaði, varð túrurin 
avlýstur, og vit koyrdu beinleiðis til Ankpa í Kogi landslutinum tann 
11. oktobur. 

Okkara fyrsta uppgáva var at gera húsið klárt at flyta inn í, og tær 
fyrstu vikurnar fóru við at vaska, mála og gera alt í stand.

Lívið í Ankpa
Eftir at hava verið í Ankpa í eini tveir mánaðir, eru vit nú vorðin von 
við ein nýggjan lívsstíl. Vit lærdu skjótt, at tað at vera til er næstan eitt 
fulltíðar arbeiði her. Alt tekur meiri tíð. T.d. mugu vit koyra inn í býin 
annan hvønn dag eftir vatni og so fylla tangarnar við hús. Vit lærdu 
eisini skjótt frá teimum, sum búgva her, at savna regn av tekjuni hvønn 
dag í regntíðuni og onkuntíð eisini um náttina. Vatnið verður síðani 
reinsað til reint drekkivatn.

Eisini eru trupulleikar við streyminum, sum vit bara hava nakrar 
tímar um dagin og við hvørt als ikki. Tí er neyðugt at hava sín egna 
generator til at framleiða streym, so javnan má farast inn í býin at 
keypa bensin. Alt, sum vit vanliga rokna sum sjálvsagt, tekur langa tíð 
og nógva orku. Ruskið mugu vit eisini sjálvi brenna.

Skúlin
Eftir av hava verið í Ankpa og á skúlanum í tveir mánaðir, eru vit nú klár 
at savna okkum um arbeiðið á skúlanum. Hallur skal byrja at undirvísa 

í skúlanum eftir jólafrítíðina í fýra lærigreinum: Rómbrævinum, 
Ápostlasøguni, Hirðabrøvunum (Timoteus og Titus) og gamla 
testamentligari gudfrøði. Hetta er bæði áhugavert, avbjóðandi og 
kanska eitt sindur ræðandi. Tað eru tilsamans 11 undirvísingartímar 
um vikuna, og tað krevur nógava fyrireikingartíð.

Shino og Kano
Eftir at vit eru komin til Ankpa, hevur Shino fyrst og fremst tikið 
sær av familjuni og heiminum. Skúlin er farin at byggja eina 
klinikk á skúlaøkinum. Vónandi kann Shino skjótt arbeiða har sum 
sjúkrarøktarfrøðingur. Men hetta kann taka rúma tíð, tí byggiarbeiðið 
er longu steðgað orsakað av vantandi peningi.  Ætlanin er, at Shino 
skal hjálpa á bókasavninum, tá ið til ber, inntil klinikkin verður klár.

Vit eru glað um, at Kano trívist væl her og tolir væl hitan. Henni 
dámar sera væl at spæla við hini børnini, sum búgva á skúlaøkinum, 
hóast tey eru eitt sindur eldri. Eisini dámar henni væl at renna eftir 
hønunum og hyggja at geitunum, sum ganga runt her.

Jól og Jos
Vit vóru í Jos á jólum. Sum tit kanska hava hoyrt, hevur verið eitt 
sindur av ófriði har síðani jólaaftan. Vit høvdu tað øll gott, men onkrar 
dagar kundu vit ikki fara út um tað økið, vit búðu á. Vit kendu okkum 
ikki nakað serliga hótt, tí ófriðurin er nakrar kilometar hiðani og hevur 
sum so einki við útlendingar at gera. Vit vórðu kortini biðin um at fara 
úr Jos og komu aftur til Ankpa tann 30. desembur.

Arrival 

First of all we would like to give thanks to you all for your sincere prayer and support, which has 
been strengthening and encouraging us since we came to Nigeria. We arrived safely in Abuja, the 
capital of Nigeria, on 5th of October. Each aspect of the process of entering to the country went 
smoothly, and it was a big relief for us when we could safely get our entire luggage at the airport. 

We were very warmly welcomed by a missionary family working with Mission Africa. They work 
from Abuja for the advance HIV/AIDS awareness and child-protection all over Nigeria. We stayed 
with them till the end of the week, learning general life skills relevant to Nigeria and received 
information about church, the college and cultural issues.. In Abuja we were able to go shopping for 
things not available in Ankpa, which was necessary because the selection in Ankpa is fairly limited. 

Arriving to Ankpa  

We were supposed to go to the south of Nigeria before settling in 
Ankpa for getting practical training from another missionary couple 
who has been working in Nigeria for over 30 years. However, the 
situation in that area got worse and we were not able to go there 
and the plan had to be cancelled. So instead we drove directly 
down to Ankpa on 11th, and the family in Abuja came with us and 
stayed there for about 5 days in order to help us to get primary 
things done. In one sense, to be honest, it was easier not to go to the south but rather going to 
Ankpa directly and focus on settling, because we already were tired of moving around from one 
place to another since last year. So at the end we took this change positively and thanked God for 
his guidance in this way.  

Our first task was to make our house ready, and we used a few weeks on getting the house cleaned, 
painted, and repaired. During this time we lived in the house next door, for the occupants are on 
furlough. After the renovation we could move in and start to unpack our luggage.  

Life in Ankpa 

After living in Ankpa for two months, we have started to 
get used to a different lifestyle. We quickly learned that here, ‘to live’ is a full-
time job, as we had been warned beforehand. Everything takes extra time and effort. Since there is 
no water from the tap, it needs to be carried to our home from the well in town, using big water

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 tanks in the kitchen and the bathroom every two days. Till the end of October was the rainy season, 
and we learned from the Nigerians how to collect water from the roof during the heavy rain each day, 
and sometimes in the middle of the night. 

The national power supply is very unstable, and we have electricity only a few hours a day at best, and 
since many locals do not have their own generator, it often is completely dark everywhere after 6 p.m.. 
Since people usually do not have a proper cooker in their homes, they prepare their food outside by 
making fire from wood. So although we face inconveniences in our new life in Anpka, we are still 
thankful and feel privileged that we are able to use our own generator, have a proper cooker and other 
appliances in the house. The more we get to know our neighbours, and their lifestyles, the more we 
discover the gap between us and them, both economically and culturally.  In some sense this is 
unavoidable, but we hope this will in no way hinder our witness of Christ and our work here. 

Hallur and Peter Achimugu College of Theology 

After having been here for nearly two months, making the house ready, settling, and getting to know the 
people and the college, we now feel ready to start focusing on our work. 
Hallur will start teaching at the college from next semester in January, 
and has started preparing his teaching material on the Letter to the 
Romans, Old Testament Theology, Acts of the Apostles, and the Pastoral 
Epistles. This is exciting and challenging at the same time, since there will 
be eleven lessons a week. He also attended some of the classed in the 
previous semester in order to get a feel for the level of teaching. Also 
after a closer look at the college library condition, we have found that there is much need of 
improvement. Comparing with the Bible College we used to study at in the UK, there is a very limited 
numbers of titles of available, and many of which are getting dated. Furthermore, the environment for 
the students to study is not optimal, since even when power supply is available, the lighting in not 
adequate, and the single ceiling fan is not enough for the whole room. 

Shino and Kano  

Since arriving, Shino has so far been taking care of her family and been 
focusing on settling in the house. But the college has started building a 
clinic within the college compound. So in the near future, once the 
building is finished, she is expected to work there as a medical nurse, 
which she is pleased to do. However, this may take time, and there are 
plans to be involved in the running of the library until the clinic is 

ready. Her health had been not fully well, often having dizziness or loss of balance which had disturbed 
even her daily routine. After seeing a doctor, it seems that the taking of malaria prophylaxis has been 
causing these symptoms. Although it could last another few months, we thank God for his healing hand 
upon her, that she has been much better for last few weeks. 

 We are pleased to share with you that Kano has been coping well and adjusting to her new life here, 
although she seemed to struggle for the first few weeks, being very insecure and fragile. But this is quite 
understandable since she has been moving from one place to another so many times already since her 
birth.

Kano has already got 
quite many new friends within the compound and 
has started enjoying having them in our home on a 
daily basis. Although there are limited places we can 
bring her, she has been enjoying playing at our home, 
garden, or within the compound area where there 
are lots of chickens with chicks, sheep, and goats 
walking around. And this is our joy to see her well 
growth and we thank God daily for that. 

Now we are looking forward to travel to Jos for 
Christmas where we will be able to fellowship with other Mission Africa missionaries. Once again, we 
would like to thank each one of you for your support in prayer, finance as well as moral support in 
sending us packages and emails. They have meant a lot to us and kept us moving forward day by day.
